The World Bank in Brazil:  

 

Brazil's economic and social progress between 2003 and 2014 lifted 29 million 

people out of poverty and inequality dropped significantly (the Gini coefficient fell 

by 6.6 percentage points in the same period, from 58.1 down to 51.5). The income 

level of the poorest 40% of the population rose, on average, 7.1% (in real terms) 

between 2003 and 2014, compared to a 4.4% income growth for the population as a 

whole. However, the rate of reduction of poverty and inequality appears to have 

stagnated since 2015. 

Brazil is currently going through a deep recession. The country's growth rate has 

decelerated steadily since the beginning of this decade, from an average annual 

growth of 4.5% between 2006 and 2010 to 2.1% between 2011 and 2014. GDP 

contracted by 3.8% in 2015, and is expected to fall at least 3% more in 2016. The 

economic crisis, as a result of the fall in commodity prices and an inability to make 

the necessary policy adjustments, - coupled with the political crisis faced by the 

country - has contributed to undermining the confidence of consumers and 

investors. 

The realignment of regulated prices combined with the pass-through of exchange 

rate depreciation have caused an inflation peak in 2015 (with an inflation rate of 

10.7% in December), exceeding the upper limit of the government’s target band 

(4.5 ± 2%), despite a tight monetary policy and high real interest rates. The inflation 

rate of administered prices has been decelerating and will contribute to the 

moderate slowdown expected in 2016. Overall inflation is still expected to end the 

year at over 7%, above the target ceiling.
